A range of activities and listening types
will be used to enable participants to
develop confidence in their listening
skills.

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Course Content and Strategies

The Intensive General English course is designed for participants looking for an
intensive, in-depth study of English. The course develops all aspects of English -

listening,

speaking,

reading and writing as well

as grammar, vocabulary,

pronunciation idioms and colloquial language. Classes are offered at 7 levels from
Beginner to Advanced with up to 12 students in each class.

The class teacher is responsible for the class's progress and academic welfare, in
liaison with the academic management team. Homework is set every day and there
are student progress tests every 2 weeks, the results of which are monitored by the
academic management team. Students have regular tutorials with their teachers to
discuss their progress and ways to maximise their learning.
